General Instructions

Philosophy
This is a relatively easy trap rally.  Mostly numbered route instructions with a few lettered route instructions.  A description of the traps is provided in these Generals.  ALL TRAPS ARE FAIL-SAFED.

Logistics
Registration begins at 9:00 AM in the Target parking lot on West Park Place just south of US 78 (Stone Mountain Freeway Exit 9).  There will be four classes, Equipped, Limited, Stock, and Novice.  Your start time will be 10:00 AM plus your car number in minutes.  Route instructions will be provided 10 minutes before your start time.  The rally is about 75 miles and should take less than 3 1/2 hours including a mid-rally break.  The rally will end at the rallymaster's house, 5590 Stone Creek, Stone Mountain.  Food and beverages will be provided.  The pool is usually still warm enough for swimming in mid-September
Traps
There will be at least one trap based on each of the following eight concepts:
A Course Following Action can only be performed at an Intersection – be sure to understand the definitions of Course Following Action and Intersection.
At and On is At.  One of the definitions of At is in the general vicinity of.  Obviously, if you are On a road you are in the general vicinity of it.  For example, the NRI Left at 78 can be used either to turn left onto 78 or to turn left off of 78 (whichever opportunity occurs first) because you are At 78 in both instances.  In the case of an LRI, which can be performed more than once, it can be used both to turn on and off a road.
Hit ‘em when they least expect it – there are five periods in a rally when crews often let down their guard and may make a mistake that would not even be considered a trap during the rest of the rally: the odo leg, the break, just before a control, in the middle of a control and just after a control.

Know what roads and signs exist and what roads and signs do not exist – self explanatory

Lettered Route Instructions (LRIs) – LRIs can only be performed while active.  They can be performed once, more than once, or not at all.  LRIs can remain active for a substantial period of time.
Spelling – self explanatory
Straightest - At intersections where an NRI or LRI does not apply, you are to go straightest.  Straightest is not always the main road.
When do instructions begin and end – Instructions begin when you can accomplish the first action in the instruction.  They end when all actions are complete.  Each action in an instruction is completed at the first opportunity.

Course-Following Priorities
At each intersection:

1.  Perform a course-following action of a numbered route instruction 
2.  Perform a course-following action of an active lettered route instruction. 
3.  Straightest
Odometer Calibration and Course Measurement
The course was measured using the stock odometer in a 1995 Saab 9000CS.  The rally will begin with an odometer calibration leg during which the rally crew can compare their odometer to the one used for the official measurement.  Should novices have any questions about this process, there will be club members available at registration to explain.

Instructions
Numbered Route Instructions (NRI).  Unless cancelled, each NRI must be completed in its entirety before moving on to the next NRI.  Each action of an NRI is completed at the first opportunity.

Lettered Route Instructions (LRI).  LRIs become active upon completion of the immediately preceding NRI and remain active until cancelled.  While active, LRIs should be performed whenever the conditions for performance are met.  They may be performed once, more than once, or not at all.

Parenthetical information in NRIs and LRIs is sometimes provided to assist you in following the course.  Parenthetical information is not required to complete the course, but will always be accurate and will never be misleading or part of a trap.
Checkpoints
There will be two types of checkpoints, manned and Do It Yourself (DIYC).

Manned checkpoints will be identified by checkpoint signs, a sample of which will be on display at the start.  Rallyists should drive by the checkpoint sign at rally speed and pull safely off the road.  One of the rally crew should then walk back to the timing car to turn in a copy of the DIYC form from the previous leg (if applicable) and to receive their in-time, their out-time for the next leg, and a checkpoint information sheet.

DIYCs are used to increase the number of legs for scoring without increasing the number of checkpoint workers.  There are no traps based on DIYCs.  At each DIYC a two minute pause will be provided.  During this pause, write down on the form provided either (your choice) the time of day you think you should have arrived, or the amount of time you think it should have taken you to get to that point from the previous checkpoint.  Do not include the two minute pause in your calculation.  At the end of the pause, begin the next leg.  This information MUST be handed in at the next manned checkpoint.  
Penalties
   1
point for each hundredth of a minute early or late at a checkpoint.

200
points for arriving more than 2 minutes early or late at a checkpoint or failing to turn in a DIYC when required.

A crew will be disqualified for receiving a moving violation or if observed by a rally official driving in a dangerous manner.  This is not a race.

Roads
Only through paved public roads exist.  Roads marked "Dead End", "No Outlet", "Road Ends",  (Road Closed(, "Road Closed Ahead", etc., do not exist.  Roads which can be seen to end, or which clearly end in a garage, plant entrance or parking lot, also do not exist.   There are two exceptions: the parking lot at the start and the dead end road the rally ends on exist. 
References to roads, may refer to any part of the name.  For example, Wages could refer to Wages,  Luther Wages, Cammie Wages, Wages Access, etc.  

Speeds
As assigned by NRIs, LRIs, or a CIS, except that,  when an LRI reading "CAS the Speed Limit" is active, CAS your speed up or down based on speed limit signs on the rally route.
Checkpoint Information Sheet (CIS)
At each manned checkpoint a CIS will be provided for the previous leg (and previous DIYC leg, if applicable).  The following information will be included, as applicable:  Your in-time, your assigned out-time, the official elapsed time (OET), the location of the Start for the next leg, the next NRI, the call-back mileage, any other official information, and an explanation of the trap(s).

Signs and Objects
Data, that is numbers, letters and symbols, enclosed in quotation marks refers to information obtained from signs.  Spelling of quoted data must be accurate.  Case and type font are irrelevant.  Each word or number will be quoted in its entirety.  No data that falls between the first and last of the quoted data will be omitted.
All referenced signs, objects and signs identifying objects will be visible when viewed from an angle contained within 90 degrees from the straight-ahead position.

Signs or markings painted on road surfaces will not be used.  Signs, markings and objects on vehicles do not exist.  Speed limit signs that do not control the speed of cars on the rally route (i.e., down a side or crossroad) do not exist.
Definitions
At

"Even with" for non-course-following actions; "in the general vicinity of" for course-following actions.
Bear

A command always followed by Right or Left indicating a turn of substantially less than 90°
Call-back 
The maximum distance from the beginning of a leg to the checkpoint. If you 

mileage
exceed this mileage, you are neither on course nor following an off-course trap loop.  You should attempt to regain the course.

CAS 

Change, commence, or continue average speed of or to.

Course- 
An action that causes the contestant to select a direction of travel at an 

Following
intersection.  Course-following actions used are "left", "right", "turn",  and

Action

"straightest".  A course-following action may only be performed at an intersection.

Free Zone
A specified part of the rally course in which there are no timing controls.  No penalties will be assessed for stopping within the confines of a free zone.
Intersection
The meeting or crossing of two or more roads where there is a choice of leaving in two or more directions.  Nonexistent roads do not count as a choice.

Left

A command to make a turn requiring an obvious angular deflection to the left.

Nonexistence
Anything designated as being nonexistent cannot be considered for any purpose.

Pause

To delay a specified time at a specified point of the rally course.  

Right

A command to make a turn requiring an obvious angular deflection to the right.

Road

An existent thoroughfare suitable for automotive travel.  A road is a physical object; it may or may not be marked with a name or number.
STOP

A conventional highway stop sign that traffic on the rally course is required to obey.  Capital letters shall be used.

Straightest
A command to proceed with the least angular deflection through an intersection.

T

An intersection having the general shape of the capital letter T requiring a change of direction to the left or right, both changes of direction being approximately equal.
Traffic Light
A traffic control device that is operating and shows at least red and green in sequence.  Two or more such traffic control devices at an intersection shall be considered as a single traffic light.  A traffic light that appears to be designed as above but is not functioning correctly - flashing red or yellow or not functioning at all - should still be treated as a Traffic Light.
Unpaved
An obviously loose road surface such as dirt or gravel.  
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
